8.14.1 No person shall be-reexamined reapply for the same class within one (1) year of the

effective date ef-original-of-such-examination-of the original application for the class unless

authorized by the Commission upon determination that it would be in the best interests of the City.

8.14.2 If an eligible takes a succeeding examination for the same class, the result of such
examination shall not nullify any remaining eligibility already established. Eligibility attained by
the second examination shall be entered on the register, and the eligibility that will provide the

greatest advantage to the eligible shall be used.
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
